I. Stone Age Hunting and Gathering
a. Stone Age was a period during which hominids, including modern humans, made lasting tools mainly from stone.

i. Old Stone Age

1. Most human prehistory in this age

2. Did not know how to farm

3. Hunters and Gatherers

ii. Middle Stone Age

1. More refined or advanced tools

iii. New Stone Age

1. Start to practice farming

2. Start to raise livestock/train animals

b. Fire was learned about 1,400,000 & 500,000 years ago

i. Ward off dangerous animals

ii. Move to areas with colder climates

c. Settling New Areas

i. Nomads are people who have no settled home
1. Modern humans originated about 100,000 in Africa

2. 30,000 years ago: Asia to North America

II. The Beginning of Farming
a. Early Farmers

i. New Stone Age

1.  Planting was discovered 11,000 years ago 

a. South West Asia

2. Did not have to be nomads, humans could stay in areas
ii. Pastoral Nomads 

1. Raised livestock and traveled form place to place in search of grazing areas for their animals.
a. Example: Bedouins (Iraq)
b. Farming Around the World

i. Places that had longer growing seasons, water, and good soil became farming communities.
1. China-rice

2. Central America-corn, beans, and squash

c. Plant Selection

i. Early farmers domesticate plants; adapted wild plants for human use
1. Example: Corn  pg. 20

d. Raising Animals

i. Domesticating animals such as dogs, pigs, sheep, goats, and later cattle, camels, horses, and donkeys.

i. India-wild elephants for battle
